Owen Nwokolo, Bishop on the Niger, 
Presidents of Local Chapters, our key-
note speaker, Dr. Okenwa Nwosu, ladies 
and gentlemen. On behalf of DMGS–
OBANA, I welcome all of you to this our 
August gathering – the sixth biennial 
DOBANA convention which is being 
held in Laurel, Maryland.

nization committed to the progress of 
DMGS, Onitsha and to the welfare of 
its members in North America. The As-
sociation was formed for the sole pur-
pose of addressing the myriad of Socio-
Economic problems facing DMGS and 
finding lasting and genuine solutions 
to them. Our existence is purely for the 
betterment of DMGS and her students. 
Through our Conventions, we have been 
able to address some pressing problems 
within the school, especially in Educa-
tion and Infrastructure. We have not 
only become a major partner in giving 
our old boys, educators and students 
hope, but also in fighting for progress at 
the school.

This year, we are having our 6th Biennial 
National Convention that has brought 
together many illustrious old boys, edu-
cators and friends of DMGS all over the 
world to help us, among other things, 
address the current problems facing 
DMGS and contribute to the challenges 
of rebuilding DMGS.

Since assuming office in January 2011, 
I have, with the strong leadership and 
guidance of DOBANA Executives, as-
siduously pursued the goals of DOBA-
NA by continuing the strong efforts of 
my predecessors.

I want to take this opportunity to pub-
licly acknowledge and thank Omenuko 
for his efforts in last year’s fundrais-
ing, and I want to thank all the Den-
gramites who took that experimental 
fundraising campaign very seriously. 
Many Dengramites gave very gener-
ously and took advantage of the old 
DMGS competitive spirit to financially 
remember and support our alma mata. 
At an appropriate time, we shall for-
mally recognize some of these people.

For now, we need to take the oppor-
tunity presented by this convention to 
speak openly and honestly about how 
to restore DMGS to its larger than life 
stature as one of the best secondary 
schools in Nigeria. We welcome and 
encourage inputs from DOBA-WW 
and from our fraternal brother organi-
zation, DOBA-UK.

The DMGS badge is one of the initial items provided 
to all students soon after they complete the registra-
tion process as a fresher. The iconic cloth badge de-
signed with red and yellow background features the 
grammar school’s motto in Latin: LUX FIAT. “Show 
the light” and “Let there be light” are two popular 
English translations of the DMGS motto. Since its 
founding in 1925, DMGS was intended by its found-
ers to be the light source for all persons, groups and 
of course, the society with which it has been associat-
ed over the decades. The object of my address to you 
today, as the alumni organization of the legendary 
citadel of light in our part of the world, is to revisit 

and reflect on the impact which our alma mater has had in our individual lives, careers 
and outlook on the society in which we find ourselves, in particular and the world, in 
general. 

As Dengramites, what we have in common is that we share an upbringing in the citadel 
of light and thus have the right to be regarded as the children of light. Sound Christian 
upbringing, pursuit of academic excellence and unwavering commitment to commu-
nity service make up the triad of principles imbued in any student who passed through 
DMGS since it was founded 87 years ago. Upon graduating from our mater, we became 
little nuggets of light wherever we found ourselves. The preponderance of Demgramites 
have remained true to our historical upbringing as bearers of the light in all fields of 
human endeavor. The legacy of Dengram, about which we are infinitely proud, lives in 
each and every one of us in all we do. The only light source in nature that we know is the 
sun. Our cosmos is lit and powered by billions of suns which populate hundreds of bil-
lions of galaxies that make up the universe. As Dengramites, we have a lot in common 
with the natural energy sources that power and light up our known universe.

Keynote Address
DENGRAMITES ARE THE HEART OF THE SUN

Dr. Okenwa R. Nwosu



Dr. Okenwa Nwosu hails from 
Akama (IDU Ward 22), Ngo 
village, Igboukwu. His early 
life was spent in his hometown 
where he attended primary 
school and learnt the funda-
mentals of surviving as a child 
in a rural agrarian setting. As 
a teenager, he went to Dennis 
Memorial Grammar School 
(DMGS), Onitsha where he 
was first introduced to urban 
lifestyle as a boarding second-
ary school student. Dr. Nwosu 
was assigned to Tugwell House 
and belonged to the graduating 
class of 1965. In his final year 
of Higher School (two-year 
post-secondary education), the 
entire school system in the for-
mer Eastern Region was closed 
down because of the start of 
the Nigerian Civil War in July 
1967. In 1968, he joined the 
Biafran Army where he rose 
to the rank of a junior military 
officer. With the assistance of 
his cousin, Professor Uchenna 
Nwosu, he migrated to the US 
in late 1970 to resume his edu-
cational career.
Dr. Okenwa Nwosu was admit-
ted into Howard University 
College of Medicine, Wash-
ington, DC in 1972 after his 
premed program in the same 
institution. Upon graduation 
from medical school in 1975, 
he went into postgraduate sur-
gery residency. He was certi-
fied by the American Board of 
Surgery in 1981 shortly before 
he left the US with his family 

to return to Igboukwu, Nige-
ria at the end of same year. His 
professional practice included 
having served as the consul-
tant surgeon at Apex Medi-
cal Center and later at Union 
Hospital, Igboukwu where he 
was also its founding Medical 
Director. Dr. Nwosu opened 
LaSalle Hospital, Nnewi and 
Amichi as well as Igbo Surgi-
cal Clinics at Igboukwu and 
Nnewi where he practiced his 
surgical specialty until later 
part of 1995 when he relocated 
to the US with his family.
In the mid 1980s, Dr. Nwosu 
was Chairman of Education 
and Sociocultural Committee 
of the Igboukwu Development 
Union (IDU). He founded 
the Run for Life Campaign, 
a youth-oriented nongovern-
mental outfit, with its nation-
al headquarters in Nnewi, in 
1988 and subsequently orga-
nized health-promoting jog-
ging campaigns in many Local 
Government Areas in Anam-
bra, Imo and Enugu states. 
During the abortive Third Re-
public transition program, he 
was Deputy Chairman of the 
National Republican Conven-
tion (NRC) in Anambra state. 
Dr. Nwosu published many 
articles on politics, health 
matters and current affairs 
in leading daily newspapers, 
magazines and journals in Ni-
geria throughout his extended 
sojourn in his hometown, 
Igboukwu.

Upon his return to the US in 
late 1995, Dr. Nwosu worked 
diligently to found Omni 
Medical Center in the Mary-
land suburb of Washington, 
DC where he continues his 
professional practice till date. 
He collaborated with individ-
uals of like mind resident in 
many parts of the US to estab-
lish the Osondu Foundation, 
Inc., an Igbocentric nonprofit 
organization which functions 
as a think-tank on Nigerian 
affairs, with special empha-
sis on the Igbo nationality. In 
2005, he founded the World 
Igbo Environmental Founda-
tion, Inc. (WIEF). He remains 
the President/CEO of these 
entities till date.
Dr. Nwosu is active in many 
professional and societal or-
ganizations, both in the US 
and elsewhere worldwide. He 
continues to write and pub-
lish articles on a variety of 
subjects which are read wide-
ly online via many conduits. 
He is the publishing editor of 
official web sites for the Os-
ondu Foundation (www.os-
ondu.com) and WIEF (www.
wief.net). His main hobbies 
include writing, traveling, 
photography, design, graphic 
arts and jogging. Dr. Nwosu 
is married to Mrs. Marcia 
Yvonne Nwosu (nee King) 
and has four children.
